Introduction

The Water Diplomacy Center (WDC) was established in 2020 at Jordan University of Science and Technology (JUST) as
a hub for water diplomacy and cross-border water cooperation in 2020 [WDC | Water Diplomacy Center (just-wdc.com)].
The WDC aims to become the go-to institution for water diplomacy issues in the MENA region to equip regional policy
and decision-makers, academics and other relevant stakeholders with the required awareness, information and capa-
city to actively and timely act upon water conflict challenges and actively realize cooperation benefits.

The WDC, with support from the Swiss Agency for Development and Cooperation (SDC), announces its first call for
applications for the WDC fellowship for graduate students in Water Diplomacy. The fellowship covers applicants from
the Blue Peace Middle East (BPME) countries, i.e, Jordan, Lebanon, Syria, Iraq, Turkey, and Iran; Egypt and Sudan.

The WDC Fellowship Award provides funding for graduate students (MS and PhD) who wish to carry out their thesis
research on topics related to water diplomacy. transboundary water cooperation, international water governance,
interdisciplinary analysis of water regulations and policies, and modeling within the MENA region. Other areas of
research related to the Water-Energy-Food-Ecosystem Nexus (WEFE Nexus) aiming to understand and/or analyze the
interdependencies of natural resources in MENA region may also be considered. The WDC Fellowship Award provides
lump-sum financial support for the graduate student, advisor incentive, and journal publication fee.
